The ExPLORE component of the page provides suggested activities for families to develop foundational literacy and numeracy skills.
What families do matters. Activities like cooking, setting the table, playing in nature and reading impact school success.

Support families to recognise the power they have when they engage in their child’s learning, knowing that children are learning all
the time and everywhere.

There's learning in everyday moments. Some examples include:

« Cutup an apple or orange and count all the pieces (number)

« Sing songs together and sing out the words that rhyme (phonemic awareness)
 Read together (vocabulary, comprehension, fluency)

*  Write out the shopping list together (fine motor skills, writing, phonics)
